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The most recent title to be published was The Register of John de Stratford, Bishop of Winchester, 1323-1333, edited by Roy Martin Haines.  It was issued to members early in 2011 in two substantial volumes (Vols. XLII and XLIII) in respect of subscriptions for 2010 and 2011.  

The previous volume was Volume XLI (Surrey Gaol and Session House, 1791-1824), which was edited with an introduction by Christopher Chalklin.  It was circulated to members in 2010.  Volume XL was The 1263 Surrey Eyre, edited with an introduction by Susan Stewart.  This volume complements Volume XXXVIII (The 1258-9 Special Eyre of Surrey and Kent, 2004), edited with an introduction by Andrew Hershey; and Volumes XXXI, XXXII and XXXVII (The 1235 Surrey Eyre, 1979, 1983 and 2002).  Volume XXXIX, in 2005, was the long-awaited Surrey Probate Inventories 1558-1603, transcribed by Marion Herridge.

The ANNUAL SUBSCRIPTION RATE to the Society remains at £5 sterling, or $15.  The dollar rate includes an allowance for banker’s exchange commission, which is in excess of a single year’s subscription, and for postage.  Members paying in dollars may pay for two years at a time, or through a subscription agent, who can forward the subscription in sterling.  Details of agents used by members may be obtained form the Honorary Treasurer.  Members who wish to pay by BACS may request the appropriate details or send their form to the Honorary Treasurer, who will complete and return it.  Members who wish to pay by standing order may obtain a form from the Honorary Treasurer.

Volumes are not necessarily published each year.  It should be borne in mind that a volume is worth more than one year’s membership subscription.  A book whose price is £15 is equivalent to three years’ subscriptions.  But for the moment it is the case that a volume is being issued for each year.

In addition to the Society’s volumes, each member receives a copy of the Annual Report and Accounts, which are issued in the early summer.  An invitation to attend the Annual General Meeting (which is now usually held in July in the Surrey History Centre at Woking) always accompanies the report and accounts.

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THE WORK OF THE SOCIETY

The Society exists to publish records relating to the historic county of Surrey, which included South London as far east as Rotherhithe.  Since its foundation in 1913, it has printed manuscripts, translations and abstracts of texts ranging in date from the 12th to the 19th century, and in subject from central, county and municipal government to ecclesiastical, manorial, industrial and military history.  Each text is provided with a full introduction and with indexes.  Manuscript sources that are held in repositories within and outside the county, which are often difficult to decipher, have thus been made available and comprehensible to students of Surrey history and genealogy and also to those studying aspects of national history.  If the Society’s work is to continue, it needs the support of all the individuals, local societies and institutions benefiting from its membership.
